Striding towards pedestrian safety in Redcliffe

« Safety improvements for all road users especially pedestrians
» The project will provide safer crossing facilities at a busy Redcliffe roundabout.
« Construction will soon start at the Anzac Avenue and Marine Parade roundabout at Redcliffe.

Safer pedestrian crossing facilities at a busy Redcliffe roundabout will help minimise conflicts between
motorists and pedestrian and make it easier for pedestrians at this busy location.

To accommodate the safety improvements a few parking spaces will also be removed.

Works will be carried out during the day and are expected to take approximately eight weeks to complete,
weather and construction conditions permitting.
