99. Additional clauses to Conditions of Tendering, Design and Construct Contract 
99.1. Inspection of Site
In addition to the information provided in Clause 5 of the Conditions of Tendering, the Tenderer shall be deemed to have inspected the Site, to have assessed the conditions relating to the Site and to have allowed for such conditions in its Tender Price.
99.2. Design progress conferences 
(a) In addition to the conferences (if any) held in accordance with Clause 7.2, the Principal shall hold compulsory conferences with each Tenderer during the Tender Period at the location, dates and times stated in Item 99A.
(b) The Tenderer shall be represented at these conferences by a senior engineer employed by the Tenderer and a senior engineer employed by the Tenderer's Designer.
(c) The Principal shall be represented at these conferences by the members of and advisers to the evaluation panel for the Tender, together with any specialists invited by the Principal. The Principal shall ensure that invited specialists sign appropriate confidentiality agreements.
(d) The probity auditor for the Tender, if applicable, shall attend each design progress meeting.
(e) The purpose of these conferences is to provide the Principal with the opportunity to review the Tenderer's progress with design and to allow the Principal to address any questions raised by the Tenderer in relation to design that the Tenderer has submitted in writing at least 24 hours prior to the conference.
(f) The Tenderer shall document minutes of the meeting and provide a copy of the minutes to the Principal within five Business Days of the meeting. The Principal may make comment on the accuracy of the minutes and make changes as appropriate prior to agreeing to the minutes as an accurate record of the meeting.
99.3. Alternative Tenders (Clause 10)
(a) Clause 10 c) i of the Conditions of Tendering shall be deleted and the following inserted as Clause 10g):
10 g)	The Queensland Government is committed to encouraging and adopting innovation that provides value for money, while retaining similar, or better, specified outcomes with regard to safety, performance and durability.

99.4. Tender Presentation
The Tenderer shall be invited to make a presentation of its Tender to the Principal following the closing of Tenders.
(a) The content of the presentation may be taken into account by the Principal in the assessment of Tenders.
(b) The venue for the presentation shall be at the district offices of the Principal (unless otherwise indicated in the Tender Documents).
(c) The Tenderer should focus its presentation on management systems, key aspects of its Preliminary Design, traffic management and community liaison and interface management procedures.
(d) No written information or documents shall be accepted by the Principal from the Tenderer at the presentation.
99.5. Guided Tender Alternative (GTA) Proposals (Clause 11)
Clause 11 of the General Conditions of Tendering is not applicable.
99.6. Costs of Tender (Clause 18)
The following two new Clauses shall be added to Clause 18 of the General Conditions of Tendering:
(a) Notwithstanding the Clause 18 of the Conditions of Tendering, an amount specified in Item 99B of this Annexure may be paid to each Invitee that submits a Conforming Tender.
(b) The Principal may, irrespective of above Clause 99.6 a) and at its sole discretion and without explanation, give consideration as to the provision of a part payment of the amount in Item 99B of this Annexure should the Principal deem such a part payment warranted.
99.7. Tender Schedule P8 Reinforced Soil Structure – Design of Reinforced Soil Structure
Clause 30.9 of the Conditions of Tendering is not applicable.
99.8. Tender Schedules for Reinforced Soil Structures
Clause 33 of the Conditions of Tendering is not applicable.
99.9. Tender Design
The Tenderer shall submit with its Tender, sufficient information to enable evaluation of its Tender design including technical details as specified in Item 99C of this Annexure.
99.10. Interface Plan
As stated in Item 99D of this Annexure, if nothing is specified in the SWTC, the Tenderer shall provide with its Tender an outline of its Interface Plan.
The plan shall:
(a) include a strategy for accommodating Public Utility Plant relocations including any Public Utility Plant service arranged by the Principal to be relocated or protected prior to or during the Contract period – this strategy shall identify the location of all existing and future Public Utility Plant and identify the relocation or protection of the services that are necessitated by the Tenderer’s design and to comply with the requirements of the Contract, and
(b) demonstrate that the Tenderer has an integrated information system and clearly identifies the proposed method(s) to be adopted to ensure that the public is kept informed of the program and progress of the work, including all traffic changes and arrangements for the exchange of information with:
i. adjoining landowners and businesses
ii. local community
iii. road users
iv. emergency services
v. Authorities (telecommunications, electricity, gas, water supply and sewerage and so on)
vi. Queensland Rail (where appropriate)
vii. local government, and
viii. other Contractors.
The Tenderer shall set out the proposed procedures to achieve integration with the Principal’s communications plan.
The Tenderer shall also indicate any limitations to its involvement in the public relations process in its Tender.
99.11. Training Policy
If the Contract Sum is $100 million or greater the Training Policy has a core requirement that a minimum of 15 per cent of the total labour hours is to be undertaken by apprentices and/or trainees and through other workforce training. The deemed hours will be determined by the Contract Sum (GST inclusive) multiplied by 0.045 per cent for civil construction projects. The Training Policy requires that a minimum of 60 per cent of the deemed hours be allocated toward the employment of apprentices and trainees (new entrants only) with the remaining deemed hours allocated to other workforce training.
99.12. Best Practice Principles
For eligible projects with a project value of $100 million or greater, the Contractor shall fulfil any commitments in relation to the Best Practice Principles made in its tender for work under the Contract when executing and completing the works under the Contract and must ensure that subcontractors fulfil commitments in relation to the Best Practice Principles in their tenders as part of the Queensland Procurement Policy.
