On-Board Documents All vessels with a sewage treatment sytem are required to have the following on-board and available for inspection: 
- Shipboard sewage management plan
- Sewage sewage disposal record book
- Sewage treatment system manufacturer’s details
- Sewage treatment system documentation
- Sewage treatment system service manual
- Sewage treatment system service records including maintenance and assessment documentation
