A Declared ship's owner must ensure that the ship is fitted with a macerator and that sewage is unable to bypass the
macerator.

A Declared ship must be fitted with a sewage holding device when operating (which includes anchoring, berthing, or mooring)
in any Nil Discharge Waters (illegal water in which to discharge, see below)
